It is interesting, First Minister, that Wales's figures show
that just 83% of people are seen within four hours. Your
colleagues in London describe figures 10% better than that
as a crisis, but whilst poor statistics are one part of the
picture, there is a very human side to what is going on in
our A&E departments that was highlighted just yesterday
by the heartbreaking account of one of the senior nurses in
the A&E department here at the university hospital.

No states of emergency were
declared—that much is true—but, nevertheless, the
pressures were there. Now, in terms of how we deal with
those pressures, she will be aware of the primary care plan
that the Ministers have been promoting, and, of course, of
the need to ensure greater consistency of access to
primary care services across Wales, making sure that there
isn't a wide discrepancy in the services provided by
different GPs—sometimes in the same town, but certainly
in different parts of Wales.

You have referred to
electrification, but that has an impact on only one corridor,
in south Wales, as we know. Is there any intention
whatsoever, through this plan, to speed up and improve
north-south links, and, in fact, links between the west and
south-east of Wales? For example, the improvements
happening on the railway between Chester and Wrexham
are going to cost £40 million, but won't improve the time
taken on the link, which is almost four hours, between
Bangor and Cardiff. So, has the Government any intention,
through this plan, to improve and facilitate the connections
between north and south Wales?

Well, first of all, we are in favour of that. This isn't the
responsibility of the Welsh Government, but we would be
favour of the electrification of the north Wales main line
and, of course, as part of the system to consider the
franchise in three years' time, we would have to consider
north-south links. Things have improved over the years.
When the Assembly came into existence in 1999, there
wasn't a single service between north and south—you had
to wait for a long time in Shrewsbury. That has improved a
great deal over the years, and, of course, the plan itself and
the agreements that will be considered under the franchise
will be an opportunity to ensure that those connections are
improved.

because of equalities issues. When will your Government
now be in a position to publish its own rolling stock
strategy, so that we can understand where our trains are
actually coming from, to run the services we would wish to
see?

80%. What is now needed, of course—and we're aware of
the challenge—is to make sure that good practice extends
to all cardiac patients, not just those in that category.

First Minister, you mentioned the report by the British
Heart Foundation, and, having read that report, what
bothers me the most is that the death rate in the most
deprived fifth of wards is almost a third higher than in the
least deprived fifth. Yesterday, we would have seen in news
reports the issue with regard to lower life expectancy in
certain deprived areas of the UK, and some of those areas
featured are in Wales. So, my question would be: how do
we get to grips with measuring outcomes as opposed to,
perhaps, looking at the easier options of treatment
emanating from your own action plan, given the
complexity of these issues?

Also, to recognise, the number of calls per
day categorised as immediately life threatening in Wales
was 2.4% higher every day in November 2014—and that’s
November; obviously not taking into account December—
compared with October 2014. The number of category A
calls responded to equates to approximately one call every
three minutes. That does give a sense of just how busy the
ambulance service is.

We don't know what many of the
implications are. | think to say that three questions or so
being asked of the First Minister is adequate scrutiny, when
a Deputy Minister put a statement out during Christmas
recess, when we were unable to table questions in relation
to it, isn't sufficient. We need to have a proper opportunity
to question the Minister. We need to know what the
implications are for our farm businesses. We need to know
from her officials what the exact timetable is, because your
timetable, as outlined by the First Minister, would appear
to suggest that the middle of the busiest period for
livestock farmers in the farming calendar, which is lambing,
is when you are going to be consulting on this, which will
effectively deprive a large proportion of those farm
businesses of the opportunity to be able to comment on
the impact of your proposals.

So, | would ask you to reconsider what you said to Llyr
Huws Gruffydd and also that you would consider
approaching the Deputy Minister, and | know she's
listening here to what I'm saying today, making sure that
her officials are available to Assembly Members, so that
they can go and talk to them about the implications for
their farm businesses. Farming is a key business sector in
north Wales and it covers a huge variety of businesses, all
of which will be affected by this decision, and it may well
affect banks lending to those businesses.

The second matter is a statement from the Minister for
transport about the A55. Just yesterday there was an
accident that closed the A55. There were no warning signs
along that road advising motorists, even an hour after it
had been closed, and when Traffic Wales had on their own
website that it was going to be closed until 4 p.m., the
whole junction between the A55 and the A483 was
completely closed off to motorists and | do think it's
important where, for one day in three—. The A55 has had
roadworks on it for two out of every three days, and it is
impacting severely on businesses in north Wales. | know
that there are some mitigating features that have been
taken, for example, to do roadworks at night, but there is a
cumulative effect that these roadworks—. There are a
number of sections that have roadworks on them at the
moment. | would like to see that there is some sort of
strategic overview by the Minister about how those
roadworks are impacting on north Wales and what she’s
doing in order to limit it, to limit the impact on north Wales
businesses. Thank you.

Much is being staked upon this and,
amongst the many comments made in the report, there
are two very clear ones that contain severe barriers to
successful implementation, and | would ask, Minister, once
again, on behalf of the schoolchildren of Wales, that this is
addressed really urgently, because what is two years in the
eyes of politicians is a mere blink, but two years in the
educational life of a child is an enormous amount of time.
Those two key barriers are that the majority of schools do
not have a clear understanding of progression in standards
of pupils’ literacy and that there’s insufficient guidance on
assessment, including exemplification of standards of
literacy and of test materials, and they are critical, and if
Welsh Government are unable to get that right over the
next couple of years, it'll be another generation of children
who are not being served well, and | would urge you,
business Minister, to ask the education Minister to bring
forward an oral statement on this, so that we may examine
this report as soon as possible. Thank you.

If I can call for two statements, firstly, endorsing the call by
my colleague Antoinette Sandbach for a statement over
the roadworks to the main trunk roads in north Wales. Of
course we need work to improve traffic flow, of course we
need resilience, and we need the north Wales railway to
have its fair share of Wales's transport funding, but the
issue is strategy. The issue is not the works being done; the
issue is that having three major schemes in north-east
Wales—the A55 from junction 27 at St Asaph to 31 at
Caerwys, the road works at the A55 junction 34 Ewloe
loop, and the A494 from Ewloe to Deeside industrial park
—all over the same two months causes risk to traffic safety,
causes delays, and damages the local and regional
economy. This does merit a statement, preferably an oral
statement, and it is not simply a question over resilience.

In December, the UK Government revisited its budget
plans for 2015-16. As a result of its decisions about
spending in English departments, the Welsh Government
has some limited additional resources, and today | am
confirming how they will be used.

Ym mis Rhagfyr, ailedrychodd Llywodraeth y DU ar
gynlluniau'r gyllideb ar gyfer 2015-16. Yn sgil ei
phenderfyniadau ynglyn & gwario mewn adrannau yn
Lloegr, mae gan Lywodraeth Cymru rai adnoddau
ychwanegol cyfyngedig, a heddiw rwyf yn cadarnhau sut y
byddant yn cael eu defnyddio.
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Whilst we welcome additional resources coming to Wales,
the Welsh Government's budget in 2015-16 is still 9%
lower in real terms than at the start of this Assembly term.
This equates to £1.5 billion being removed from the
funding of public services across Wales. Whilst | have taken
every opportunity to mitigate against UK-level cuts—for
example, by using innovative means of boosting our capital
spending power—the autumn statement allocation we
have received cannot reverse the reductions we have been
subjected to.

Despite the challenging financial environment, the Welsh
Government has a strong record of delivering on our
priorities. These are health and wellbeing, educational
attainment, supporting children, families and deprived
communities, and growth and jobs. In preparing our
spending plans for 2015-16, | have reflected these
priorities and have focused on prevention and early
intervention. The decisions that Cabinet has reached about
the autumn statement allocations, which | am announcing
today, build on this.

As a result of the autumn statement, we have an additional
£113.3 million of revenue in 2015-16, and an additional
£8.8 million of capital, of which £2.3 million is for financial
transactions. These reflect our Barnett consequentials of UK
Government decisions, and, as usual, the Welsh
Government has discretion over how we spend resources
in line with our priorities.

Investing in our health service is a priority of the Welsh
Government; that is what the people of Wales expect. |
announced in my written statement on 3 December that
the Welsh Government will allocate a further £70 million in
2015-16 to the health and social services main expenditure
group to support the operational changes that the NHS
needs to make. The Nuffield Trust report highlighted that
the NHS in Wales will continue to be affordable if we
increase the level of funding and if the NHS continues to
reform and reshape services. The additional investment of
£225 million we allocated to the NHS in the final budget,
together with the additional £200 million in 2014-15,
meets the funding requirement identified by Nuffield. The
additional £70 million complements this funding and will
ensure that the NHS has the resources to make the
changes it needs, whilst continuing to deliver services. The
resources are earmarked for measures that will have an
impact on high-demand services, and the Minister for
Health and Social Services will make an announcement in
due course about his plans for deploying this resource.

Mae buddsoddi yn ein gwasanaeth iechyd yn un o
flaenoriaethau Llywodraeth Cymru; dyna y mae pobl
Cymru yn ei ddisgwyl. Yn fy natganiad ysgrifenedig ar 3
Rhagfyr cyhoeddais y bydd Llywodraeth Cymru yn dyrannu
£70 miliwn yn rhagor yn 2015-16 i'r prif grwp gwariant
iechyd a gwasanaethau cymdeithasol er mwyn cefnogi'r
newidiadau gweithredol y mae angen i'r GIG eu

gwneud. Tynnodd adroddiad Ymddiriedolaeth Nuffield sylw
at y ffaith y bydd y GIG yng Nghymru yn parhau i fod yn
fforddiadwy os bydd lefel y cyllid yn cynyddu ac os bydd y
GIG yn parhau i ddiwygio ac ail-lunio gwasanaethau. Mae'r
buddsoddiad ychwanegol o £225 miliwn a neilltuwyd
gennym i'r GIG yn y gyllideb derfynol, ynghyd &'r £200
miliwn ychwanegol yn 2014-15, yn bodloni'r angen am
gyllid a nodwyd gan Nuffield. Mae'r £70 miliwn ychwanegol
yn ategu'r arian hwn a bydd yn sicrhau bod gan y GIG yr
adnoddau i wneud y newidiadau y mae angen eu gwneud,
ac i barhau i ddarparu gwasanaethau ar yr un pryd. Mae'r
adnoddau’n cael eu clustnodi ar gyfer mesurau a fydd yn
cael effaith ar wasanaethau y mae galw uchel amdanynt, a
bydd y Gweinidog lechyd a Gwasanaethau Cymdeithasol
yn gwneud cyhoeddiad maes o law am ei gynlluniau ar
gyfer defnyddio'r adnodd hwn.
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| am today announcing further allocations in support of
our priorities—specifically in relation to growth and jobs
and educational attainment. Although we've seen signs of
economic recovery, helping small businesses across Wales
continues to be important. We've regularly argued that the
UK Government should extend its rate relief schemes to
give us the flexibility and resources to do the same in
Wales. We are also at a critical point in terms of the
devolution of non-domestic rates to Wales. Stability and
continuity in this period is important; | am, therefore,
announcing today that we will invest £34.9 million in non-
domestic rate relief schemes in Wales. The Minister for
Economy, Science and Transport will be making a further
announcement about non-domestic rates policy in due
course, including how those resources will be used to
support businesses in Wales.

Our continuing commitment to education is a key part of
our focus on prevention and early intervention. Investment
in education and skills reduces the likelihood of
unemployment, shrinking the number of poorly paid jobs
and reducing the number of young people not in
employment, education or training. It helps individuals, it
helps communities and it helps our economy. | am,
therefore, taking the opportunity presented by these
additional resources to increase the allocation to education
and skills by £8.4 million in 2015-16. The Minister for
Education and Skills will make a further announcement
about his plans for deploying these additional resources in
line with our priorities.

In relation to the capital consequentials, | will be
considering allocations to projects that deliver our
investment objectives as set out in the Wales infrastructure
investment plan. | will provide the Assembly with further
information in due course.

The Welsh Government, Llywydd, is a responsible
Government that continues to stand up for the people of
Wales. We've shown, through a careful focus on our
priorities of health and wellbeing, educational attainment,
supporting children, families and deprived communities,
and promoting growth and jobs, the difference that we can
make.

| think that, in many ways, Assembly Members listening to
you, Minister, would recognise that this is an
announcement about many future announcements, which
will contain much of the detail.

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| am pleased to note that the Chancellor, like you, has
allocated additional resources to the Welsh Assembly
budget. | think that you admitted that rather grudgingly,
Minister, but we do welcome that additional funding.
Although the budget might well, as you pointed out, be
9% lower in real terms, | do think that, Minister, you also
have to recognise that the spending cuts that have
happened were made necessary by the last Labour UK
Government's spending spree, which left their colleagues
here—your Government—in a bit of a mess.

Turning to the figures, there is an additional £113.3 million
for revenue, as we have heard, and a further £8.8 million
for capital. Turning to health, whilst we welcome—I
welcomed it during the budget discussions, and | welcome
it again—the additional money allocated to the health
budget, long called for by the Welsh Conservatives, | have
to say again that this is no substitute for the proper
protection of health budgets in Wales, and health boards
need to have certainty as to the money that they are going
to receive in order to plan effectively.

As the Minister knows—again, | raised it in the budget
discussions before Christmas—there has been considerable
confusion over what is expected from local health boards in
Wales in terms of the new funding going to them. Have
you, Minister, had any further discussions with the health
boards regarding the savings, which you said last year that
you would expect them to make—efficiency savings?
Regarding the £70 million of additional funding, are you
putting similar conditions on the way that that is to be
spent? It is one thing to have money given to you, but, on
the other hand, if you are then having a number of
conditions put on you—in some cases, retrospectively—
that does not help the health boards in making their
decisions, does it?

You mentioned business rates, and there has been
considerable progress here, | accept. Turning to the
devolution of non-domestic rates, we welcome the decision
of the UK Government to provide greater flexibility in this
area. | look forward to the Minister for Economy, Science
and Transport’'s announcement regarding the non-
domestic rate policy. Can | ask that the Welsh Government
does listen to the cause of small business in Wales with
rateable values of up to £15,000? There is a growing
clamour for those small businesses to be taken out of the
system of business rates altogether, and certainly to have a
greater degree of tapered relief. That would allow them to
put more money into their businesses, to take more
employees on and to build for the future.

Jobs: on the face of it, the £8.4 million looks good, but | am
concerned by the cuts to the Jobs Growth Wales scheme of
1,000 places, reported last year, as well as ongoing issues
over apprenticeships.

—one paragraph—towards the end of the statement,
which | was disappointed about. | called on the Welsh
Government to provide further detailed information on
how you're going to spend the capital consequential
coming from the UK Government in the budget last year. It
still hasn't been forthcoming. | do find it strange that, after
the Welsh Government has complained for so long about
cuts to capital budgets, now we know that we do have
additional funding coming on, you've kicked the football
down the road, and we are promised some statement at
some point in the future by the Minister about capital
spend. | really don't think that is good enough. Will you
put some meat on the bones on that and give us some
firm dates, and some firm times, and some firm
commitments in terms of capital spend, so that Wales can
benefit from that money coming from the UK Government
as quickly as possible?

| do welcome the fact that Nick Ramsay clearly agrees with
our decisions as a Welsh Labour Government in terms of
the use of this additional funding. This is the first time that
we have had additional funding. We have had nearly five
years of cuts by your Government and, of course, those
cuts have led to hardship, the hollowing out of our
economy and great difficulties in terms of a rebalanced and
recovered economy for Wales, apart from our investments,
which are clearly making a positive impact.

In terms of the point about health, of course this extra £70
million is going to have an impact, particularly on the high-
demand services that we have been talking about this
afternoon—the projects and schemes that will help the
Welsh NHS to make those transformative changes that the
Nuffield Trust has made clear are what is now needed. Of
course, | do think that it is important to put on record
again that this means that, over two years, we have
increased investment in our Welsh NHS by more than £0.5
billion. This demonstrates our clear commitment to a
sustainable NHS in Wales, based on the reforms outlined in
the Nuffield report. Of course, that is also based on the fact
that we have moved to new planning regimes—the three-
year PlanET Health financial planning regimes—and a very
tight management in terms of monitoring of spend and
engagement with our health boards.

You also welcomed our earmarking in terms of non-
domestic rates. As | said in my statement, in terms of the
£34 million for non-domestic rates, we have been calling
for these extensions for some time, and we are following
through on this by earmarking the relating funds. Of
course, we have now got—which we welcome, | am sure,
across the Chamber—the full devolution of NDR, and that
does give the Welsh Government an opportunity to forge
its own path. We are at a point of transition between one
set of arrangements and the other and we want to use this
—this will help ensure the smoothest possible transition.
Of course, the Member is well aware of the panel that has
been set up by the Minister for Economy, Science and
Transport to look at the future approach in terms of
detailed policy issues in relation to NDRs, and she will be
making further announcements in due course.

Now, £8.5 million, | think, is an important allocation to the
education budget and, of course, this is in addition to the
allocations, the considerable allocation uplift, indeed, as far
as the pupil deprivation grant—. | acknowledge that you
were talking about a school where there was deprivation,
so, you know, in terms of the reductions that you have said
were reported back to you, I'm not sure under which
budget head they would come through, but, | mean, the
pupil deprivation grant addition will be considerable in
terms of the next years and the impact that will have.

I think, in terms of health and social services, clearly, this is
£70 million for the health and social services budget—that
is the budget—and the Minister for Health and Social
Services will make an announcement. It is important today
that your views are given. | think that this is very clear, in
terms of the pressures on health, that we are already—in
terms of that extra £0.5 billion we're putting into the
health service. We do recognise that the £70 million can
additionally help us to target those areas where there is
particular pressure, but also to consider how we can take
this forward in terms of the important interface between
health and social care. The Minister will respond to that in
due course when he makes his statement.

Now, in terms of non-domestic rates, | think it is important
today that we do come forward with this response to the
autumn statement—£30.9 million revenue earmarked for
non-domestic rates measures. Of course, it has been very
clear in what I've said about what we've called for, in terms
of continuation of rate relief and also drawing on the
expertise of the panel that the Minister has set up to
advise her.

I'd
like to thank the Assembly’'s Enterprise and Business
Committee for its scrutiny of the supplementary LCM and
for its report. | am pleased Members found the
supplementary LCM to be clear and were content with the
memorandum.

However, since the memorandum was laid and considered
by the committee, the UK Government has laid a number
of amendments to the Bill concerning provisions relating to
the Landlord and Tenant Act 1954 and home business
tenancies. The most significant amendment concerns the
procedure for making secondary legislation to define a
home business in the context of home business tenancies.
Following a recommendation from Parliament’s delegated
powers committee, the UK Government recently laid an
amendment to change the procedure from the negative to
the affirmative procedure. | agree the amendment should
also apply in Wales.

As this is a significant amendment, the Welsh Government
has laid an amended LCM, and | trust Members are
content with this change, which provides greater powers
for the Assembly to scrutinise secondary legislation.

The UK Government has also made some other minor
amendments to the Bill, ensuring consistency in the
application of the provisions. The revised LCM also refers
to these amendments. There are over 187,000
homeworkers in Wales, and, at present, there is an implied
incentive for landlords to bar tenants operating a business
from their home. Section 23 of the Landlord and Tenant
Act 1954 states that, where there is a business use of a
property, a business tenancy exists. And because business
tenancies enjoy greater security of tenure, residential
landlords tend to avoid them, as they fear it will be more
difficult to recover the property at the end of the lease.

The new provision will amend the 1954 Act so its
provisions for security of tenure of business tenancies do
not apply to home business tenancies, which are defined as
tenancies of dwellings granted to individuals for
occupation, as homes where tenants, with their landlord’s
permission, carry on business of a kind that might
reasonably be carried on at home. Landlords will be free to
choose what sort of activities to permit, but the
amendment is intended to remove the current incentive to
bar all forms of business activity.

Id like to begin by expressing my thanks to the
Communities, Equality and Local Government Committee
for considering the legislative consent memorandum and
for producing their report. The provisions within the UK
Government's Small Business, Enterprise and Employment
Bill mainly relate to new opportunities for small business—
matters we've already considered in this Chamber.
However, the Bill also includes provisions to recover exit
payments made to high-earning public sector workers if
they're then re-employed into similar jobs in the public
sector. It is these provisions we're considering today.

The UK Government introduced the Small Business,
Enterprise and Employment Bill into Parliament in June last
year and are aiming to achieve Royal Assent by the end of
March. The public sector exit payment provisions within the
Bill will provide the legislation required to create
regulations for implementation in April 2016. It is intended
that the exit payments made to highly paid public sector
workers are within the scope of the regulations made
under these provisions. Specifically, this means those
earning over £100,000 a year, or more, and then being re-
employed into a similar job in the public sector within 12
months. Exit payments are compensation that is paid when
employment is terminated, such as redundancy payments,
payment on voluntary exit, or payments for unplanned loss
of employment or loss of office.

In his statement in December, the Chancellor
announced plans for a 2% cap on the increase in the
multiplier for England, and, after careful consideration, we
propose an equivalent cap in Wales. Restricting the
increase in the multiplier to 2% ensures that Welsh
businesses are not placed at a disadvantage compared to
their counterparts in England.

Normally, the multiplier is increased in line with inflation,
which would have resulted in bills being increased by 2.3%.
By supporting the cap, Members will therefore ensure rates
bills are lower than they would otherwise have been. The
cost is expected to be approximately £4 million. Cabinet
Members, as the finance Minister has just confirmed, have
already agreed that consequential funding resulting from
capping the multiplier in England will be set aside to
support the implementation of this policy in Wales.
Therefore, there will be no impact on local authority
budgets as a result of issuing lower bills for non-domestic
properties.

Deputy Presiding Officer, | am pleased to present to the
Assembly next year's local government settlement for the
unitary authorities in Wales. They will receive £4.1 billion in
general revenue funding. This is a decrease of 3.4%
compared with 2014-15, but, of course, this settlement is
significantly better than the worst-case scenario on which
local authorities had been planning before its
announcement. In line with the Welsh Government budget,
| am unable to provide indications beyond 2015-16. This is
due to the absence of information regarding the UK
Government spending plans. As Members will be aware, as
a result of UK Government decisions in 2015-16, the
Welsh Government budget will be around 10% lower in
real terms than it was in 2010-11. However, in Wales, we
have protected local government from the worst of the
cuts. Over the past five years, spending per head on
services provided by local government in England has
decreased by around 7% in cash terms. In Wales, this has
increased by 3%.

In this settlement, we have recognised the importance of
strong local social services to the long-term success of the
health service in Wales. We are providing an additional £10
million through the settlement in recognition of this.

In line with the First Minister's commitment, we are also
continuing to protect schools funding. The settlement

includes resources to protect funding for schools at 1%
above the overall change in the Welsh revenue budget.

We are proud of our commitment to maintain full
entitlement for eligible applicants under the council tax
reduction scheme. We are supporting local government to
deliver the scheme in 2015-16 by, again, distributing £244
million within the settlement. To limit the effect of the
overall reduction in the settlement for any individual
authority, | am applying a damping mechanism for 2015-
16. This ensures that no authority will see a reduction of
more than 4.5% in its core provision compared to 2014-
15.

Included in this figure is £4.6 million for
regional integrated family support services and £880,000
for the development of autistic spectrum disorder
strategies. Also included is £8 million to support the costs
of financing twenty-first century schools, an increase of
£4.5 million on the funding supplied outside the settlement
last year.

Deputy Presiding Officer, | have recycled £800,000 of
additional funding into the settlement from the funding
released by discontinuing the grant to the WLGA, the
Welsh Local Government Association, for improvement
services. Authorities are able to determine how best to use
this funding to support their responsibilities to seek
continuous improvement or may allocate it to other
priorities.

Alongside the settlement, | have published the latest
information on Welsh Government grant schemes planned
for 2015-16, which gives local authorities a comprehensive
picture of their funding from the Welsh Government. The
grant information includes details of the outcome
agreement funding, which has been distributed on the
same basis as in previous years. My Cabinet colleagues
have reviewed their portfolios to provide greater funding
flexibility for local government. In particular, my colleague
the Minister for Education and Skills has amalgamated 11
grants into a single education improvement grant for
schools, worth over £140 million, for 2015-16.

| have also released up-to-date information on local
authority capital funding. Indications show overall capital
funding will be £398 million for local authorities for 2015-
16, which is a small reduction of 0.8% on 2014-15.

It is inevitable that, with reductions in funding, there will be
implications for staff and services in local authorities. We
will work closely with local authorities to mitigate the
effects, where possible, but it is for local authorities to
manage those reductions themselves. The pressure on
budgets means that it is more important than ever that
authorities engage local people in decisions about how
local resources are prioritised and spent. In particular, they
need to engage their residents in difficult decisions about
where any cuts in spending have to be made.

Shortly, local authorities will be setting their budgets and
council tax levels for 2015-16. | expect every authority to
take account of all the available funding streams in
considering service provision and setting their budgets and
council tax. Whilst the settlement provides the largest
single contribution to local government funding, it is not
the only source. Authorities need to consider all aspects of
their income and service provision in planning ahead. |
believe this to be a fair and realistic settlement for local
government in difficult times. It underlines our
commitment to maintaining public services for those who
need them most and continuing to invest in local
government despite funding reductions elsewhere. | ask
Members to support the motion.

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| remain very fearful that, despite the major funding boost
we've seen for the health service in Wales, the kind of cuts
we're seeing in areas like adult social care will end up
increasing, not alleviating, the pressures facing A&E, the
ambulance service and the NHS more widely. Unlike the
Tories in England, whose strategy to denigrate the Welsh
NHS has now completely unravelled, | don't take any
pleasure from the issues they've been experiencing over
Christmas—serious problems that have led to a number of
hospital trusts declaring major incidents in order to try to
avert imminent meltdown. But the pressures on the NHS
across the UK should serve as an alarm call to us all. | agree
with Andy Burnham's recent assessment that at the root of
the problems we're seeing in England is the really drastic
cuts we've seen there to adult social care.

As I've already said, | fully understand that councils in
Wales have received a much fairer deal from the Welsh
Labour Government than they would have under the
Tories and Lib Dems, but, at the same time, we shouldn't
underestimate the impact of the range of mitigations now
on the table in places like Torfaen, despite the fact that |
know the Labour council there have worked incredibly hard
to protect the most vulnerable, at the same time as
delivering a balanced budget. They are being forced to look
at introducing a waiting list for adult social care, for
instance, which will mean people waiting in hospital longer
unless there is capacity in terms of funding. That is very
worrying when we know that delayed transfers of care are
already on the increase in Gwent. By the same token, I'm
worried too about the implications locally of restructuring
the community rehabilitation team in Torfaen—a move
that will impact on the much-praised Gwent frailty
programme. There's another longer-term concern I've also
spoken about before: that the cuts that the council's being
forced to make for sports clubs in the borough will end up
costing the NHS more in the long term.

While I'm conscious of the fact that the wider debate on
local government reform has moved on considerably since
the publication of Williams and the appointment of the
Minister for Public Services, | still believe it's going to be a
tough sell for my constituents that we're going forward
with this reorganisation, which is potentially very costly, at
the same time as councils are being forced to cut local
services that people care about. | have every confidence in
the Minister for Public Services and | know that that kind of
concern will be at the forefront of his mind as he develops
his proposals.

| am sure that the Minister for finance has listened very
carefully to the concerns raised about social services
funding this afternoon, and | would just like to conclude by
asking the public services Minister to place on record his
assurances that he will work with local authorities, as well
as colleagues across Welsh Government, to ensure that
we're doing absolutely everything we can in Wales to
ensure that the burden of public sector cuts is not falling
disproportionately on exactly the kind of areas that keep
people out of hospitals, out of GP surgeries and in their
own homes for longer. Thank you.

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Thank you for the opportunity to contribute to this

discussion, and to make it clear that Plaid Cymru will not
support this motion. The final local government settlement
is a cut of nearly £150 million in the total budget—a cut, as
has been said, of 3.4%. In terms of the distribution, it is
interesting that the six with a reduction of over 4% are
rural counties. | am not going after the party political point,
but the six are rural counties. Those that do best in a poor
settlement are the most urban, of course. That is going to
have a devastating impact on services across Wales.

Of course, the main cause of the cuts is the Westminster
austerity agenda. As far as | can see, the three main parties
in England have committed to continue with that austerity
—though, of course, it is not public services that caused
the financial crisis behind all this. Therefore, | think that
there is a message that we want to convey very clearly to
the next UK Government, that we need to safeguard those
services that provide support to people who really need
them.

Local government's budgetary position is known to
everyone. It is not as if these cuts have been spread
everywhere. Forty per cent of local government budgets go
on education, and education is given some degree of
protection, which in itself has an impact on the rest of the
budget. About a quarter of the budget goes on social
services, and Lynne Neagle has noted very, very fairly the
exceptional pressures on those services across Wales. If you
add to that the more than 10% of the budget over which
councils have no control, it means that the remainder,
therefore, has to take the burden. The facts are quite clear
from local government. The big cuts have happened, of
course, in leisure and sport—nearly 27%—libraries have
seen a reduction of 20%, and transport has seen a
reduction of about 16%. That is, the big cuts have
happened and they are going to continue to happen:
libraries are going to close, leisure centres are going to
close. Do we really believe that that is the sort of society
that we want to create in Wales? Do we really think that
that will improve people’s living conditions? Do we believe
that that will improve people’s health, ultimately? | doubt
that. Of course, on top of that, we will see compulsory
redundancies. Where councils try to protect employment,
of course, they then have to target the workers’ pay and
conditions, which in itself creates an additional problem.

Councils—and the Minister has more or less said this—will
have to increase council tax over the next few years, only to
try to keep some of those services viable and effective. But
that, in turn, has an impact on a great many families,
knowing that low wages are a continuing problem across
all parts—well, most parts—of Wales. In the south Wales
Valleys or in the rural areas, low pay is a fact that you
cannot deny. The only positive note is that the Welsh
Government, at last, after some persuasion, has protected
the most vulnerable households from paying council tax,
although it did not initially want to provide that protection.

| think that it is fair to say that the position of councillors of
all parties across Wales, and, indeed, across the UK, is
difficult, and the situation where councillors are elected to
work in their communities and support local services, and
find that they are faced with having to make cuts, is not
one that any of those councillors entered into. | think that,
across Wales, we can, actually, give a great deal of respect
to the way in which councillors are engaging with their
communities and trying to deal with what is a most difficult
situation.

| particularly welcome, out of this settlement, the efforts
that have been made to try to alleviate some of the
poverty issues; as far as Rhondda Cynon Taf is concerned,
which is recognised by the auditor general as one of the
most efficient of the councils within Wales, the
maintenance of the deprivation grant and the significant
contribution that that will be making to the alleviation of
poverty in Rhondda Cynon Taf; and also measures such as
prudential borrowing, such as the £40 million that will
come into my constituency in respect of twenty-first
century schools.

Can | raise a real concern that | have? Minister, | hope that
you will comment on this. As we look ahead, you say, of
course, that you can't predict what the future will hold, but,
of course, we had the Institute for Fiscal Studies on the
radio this morning saying that the difference between the
Labour Party and the Conservative Party in their
manifestos is, effectively, £50 billion; that is, a Labour
Government in May will spend a further £50 billion
investing in growth, as opposed to a Tory party that is
committed to cutting a further £50 billion. I'd ask you to
consider what the implications might be for public services
in Wales if the Tories were elected and if they were to cut a
further £50 billion out of public spending, and what the
implications might be for Wales.

Can | also say, though, as | have looked into this issue, |
find myself agreeing more and more with the Conservative
Party councillors in certain areas? | particularly find myself
agreeing with the Conservative leader of Rutland County
Council, who says that:

Therefore, it is not a good time to be a councillor, nor,
certainly, is it a good time to be elderly, if you receive the
care of social services. | cannot see that there is—. Social
services and the health service are two sides of the same
coin, and one depends on the other. Poverty on one side
means that there is going to be more pressure on the
health service. We will be back in the vicious circle then we
are so familiar with. So, we have opposed the Welsh
Government budget in 2015-16 because of the
Government's decision on the M4. We are very, very
concerned on this side of the Chamber about what is going
to happen in our communities as a result of this settlement
to local government.

‘We are all struggling in local authorities—we've taken
huge amounts of cuts over the last three years as part of
the [Government’s] comprehensive spending review and
it's hurting in all areas... It is tough and we'd like it to stop.’

Another Tory councillor says that:

‘The cuts to more rural routes could make the rest of the
network unprofitable like the Beeching cuts did with railway
lines.'

That is the warning from Tory councillor Sue Osborne, who
continues:

‘| don't know if the council realise the black hole they are
opening up.’

Of course, the Minister has already mentioned at least 30
councils that are already telling Eric Pickles that the
comments that he is making are an absolute nonsense.
Even the Lib Dems are jumping the coalition ship, where
you've got Danny Alexander now saying that, having
supported the austerity programme, Conservative
spending plans will lead to the ‘wilful destruction” of public
services, and even Vince Cable saying that the obsession
that the Tories have with cuts and cutting public services to
the bone—.

Minister, we are, clearly, facing a major challenge coming in
May, and | wonder if, perhaps, you could comment on the
implications for Wales out of all those issues that are now
arising, and, particularly, the proposals coming from the
coalition Government to absolutely decimate and kill off
what is left of public service.

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Can | start by endorsing the comments of Vince Cable and
Danny Alexander, as quoted by Mick Antoniw? | think that
they were, of course, referring to the plans the Tories were
laying out for the next Government, and | think that it is
right that, although we do need to bring the deficit under
control, there are other ways of doing it apart from cuts,
and taxes have to form part of that. Certainly, | am not in
favour of substantially massive more cuts to public budgets
in the next Parliament, on top of what we already have,
and | acknowledge what the Minister says: the Minister
started off by saying that the Government have protected
local government from the worst of the cuts. It is in fact a
fact that, by and large, over this Assembly and the previous
Assembly, the Welsh Government have followed the block
grant in terms of the money that they've given to local
government, and the local government settlement has
reflected, | think, the settlements that we've received from
the UK Government in terms of whether it's gone up or
down, and | think that that has been fair and local
government have recognised that.

The problem we're facing now of course is that, because
the Government has taken the decision to pile a huge
amount of extra money into the health service, which |
think we all accept has been needed, but possibly needed
over a much longer period of time than all at once, because
it's all been done this year, effectively, all those cuts have
been saved up and piled onto councils in one year and |
think that that is why councillors—I acknowledge I'm a
councillor myself; | think | need to declare that, especially
with the new standards regime that is coming into play—
are going to be facing some very difficult decisions as a
result of that, and as a result of the substantial cut in the
money that they now have to allocate over the next few
months, when they come to set their budget.

| do welcome, as part of this local government settlement,
the protection for schools, and clearly that has been helped
again by the pupil deprivation grant that we negotiated as
part of the two-year budget settlement this year. | also
recognise the damping mechanism that has been put in
place to try to ensure that those councils that are
particularly hard hit by the formula—councils that are
smaller than others and have different, difficult tax bases as
a result of that—will not face the huge cuts they would
otherwise face as part of the way the formula works out. |
think though there is a case to have a look in future
settlements for a ceiling as well, to try to narrow the
differences between councils in terms of that settlement. |
think that's maybe not for this time, but certainly for future
local government settlements.

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| also welcome the reduction in the number of
hypothecated direct grants, which we have been arguing
for some time. | know Ann Jones doesn't agree with me on
this, but | think that it's important that local councils do
have as much discretion as possible over their budgets, in
being able to allocate them. Of course, the danger is that
the more you hypothecate, particularly in terms of
declining budgets, that means that those less vital, non-
statutory services will suffer even more, as a result of the
fact that you've hypothecated a whole load of other
budgets, and that means that the councils’ discretion and
their latitude for making changes to their budgets are
severely limited. So, | think that that is a move in the right
direction, and certainly think that that is something that
councils themselves will welcome.

Of course, one of the problems of the settlement is that
council tax will go up— mostly around about 5% in most
areas—and that is going to add even more to the cost of
living of many people around Wales. But the issue | wanted
to concentrate most on here was in terms of social services,
very much reflecting the comments of Lynne Neagle, and,
of course, even the statement that the Deputy Minister for
health has just issued in terms of winter pressures, where
he says, in that statement,

‘The NHS in Wales has seen a rise in the number of elderly
patients who have complex needs and chronic conditions
who need to be treated at and admitted to hospital. This is
particularly challenging for Wales, which has the highest
proportion of people over 85 in the UK.

Social services is an important part of that mix and
although the extra £10 million that has been put into the
budget is very much welcome, it is really a drop in the
ocean. In fact, £10 million will most probably just about
cover the overspend in some of the bigger councils in
terms of social services. We have a growing elderly
population with complex health needs. They're putting
pressure on accident and emergency and bed spaces
because they're not able to be discharged quickly enough,
because we haven't got social care and community care in
place, and that is why | believe that the extra £70 million
that is being allocated by the finance Minister as a result of
budget consequentials needs to be used to extend the
integrated care fund into future years, so that we're able to
work even more and build on the work that has been done
this year in terms of that fund, to get better integration
between health and social care, so that people are not
putting that pressure on health as they have done in the
past. | hope that those words will be listened to. Thank
you, Deputy Presiding Officer.

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| think many of us, over the last few weeks and months
particularly, have had some very difficult conversations
with, not only constituents, but friends and family who are
concerned about the pressures on local government
funding. Those conversations haven't been the abstract
conversations about the future of local government
budgets or funding formulae, they have been very real
conversations about the future of key services that people
rely on every day of their lives. They've been very hard
conversations about the future of local jobs, which in an
area such as Blaenau Gwent is especially important. The
local authority is not only the biggest single employer in
the area, but is also a procurer of services from other local
businesses. There are many thousands of families in my
constituency that depend on the local authority for their
jobs and their services, and that is something that has
been right at the centre, | think, of the conversations that
I've been having over the last few months.

Like my good friend Mick Antoniw, | want to pay tribute
not only to councillors in Blaenau Gwent, but also to
councillors up and down Wales who have wrestled with
some very, very difficult decisions over the budget-setting
period, and have taken this debate into communities and
have spoken with people in different towns and
communities about the choices and the difficulties they
face. But, let us also be clear: the Minister, in opening this
debate, spoke about the protection that is being given to
local services by this Government. We know that Wales is
facing a very difficult budget and is facing some very
difficult decisions as a consequence of that, but we also
know that the nightmare that is taking place in local
government in England is not taking place here. The
National Audit Office estimates that the real-terms
reduction in funding for local government in England is
37%. The equivalent figure in Wales is around 7.6%. That is
not an accident. It hasn't happened because of some
statistical anomaly; it has happened because different
Governments have taken different decisions, for different
reasons, to protect local services and local jobs. Welsh local
government has not been protected because of the
Barnett formula, it has not been protected because of
consequentials; it has been protected by political decisions
taken by this Government in this Chamber, and we need to
recognise that.

We also, | hope, will work—as the Minister has been doing
—uwith local government to ensure that we are able to
guarantee the future of local services. It is not a good
enough response to this issue to simply rehearse some of
the arguments, rehearse some of the decisions that have
been taken, and then sit on one’s hands when it comes to
a vote. | hope that we will be able to work with local
government to ensure that we are able to face the future
and to guarantee key services.

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One of the things that | find constantly surprising is the
amount of reserves that are maintained by local
government across Wales. £1.4 billion is held by local
government in reserves across Wales—£1.4 billion. | hope
that the Welsh Government will allow or compel local
government to use some of those reserves. We need to
understand why those reserves are in place. Some of them
are in place for very good reasons in terms of capital
schemes, schools’ reserves, and the rest of it. We recognise
that, and we recognise the need for that, but £1.4 billion is
a huge resource. | was told once that it was being kept for
a rainy day; | would suggest that it is pouring down
outside and that we need to look hard at how we use
those reserves.

| would also like to ask the Minister to look at how he can
use the current law, or future law changes, to enable local
government to do more in terms of creating local social
enterprises. | think easily of energy generation, local
generation, which can help local government to save on
expenditure but also generate income and deliver services,
particularly in some of the poorest parts of the country.

Like others, and like my good friend Lynne Neagle, | want
to talk about the integration of services, such as social
services as well. Peter Black and others have referred to
this, so | won't spend too much time on the issue, but it is
absolutely critical that, if we maintain the budgets for
health, we also maintain budgets for social services, and
that we also integrate and link up services. The Deputy
Minister for Health was in Tredegar yesterday, launching
the Living Well Living Longer project—absolutely critical in
an area with such a large amount of premature death—but
the local authority is increasing pitch fees and cutting back
on sporting facilities.

First, the local government settlement needs to be looked
at in the context of the Westminster cuts to public
expenditure. By 2015-16, the Welsh budget will be £1.5
billion lower in real terms than in 2010-11, and the
amount available for capital investment will be 30% lower
than it was at its peak in 2009-10. This long period of
sustained reduction has an impact on all services, even
those that have been relatively protected.

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The Tories in the 1980s and 1990s engaged in a sustained
attack on local government, but the scale of the reductions
made in England up till now are far, far greater than then.
Whilst | cannot predict with any accuracy what each local
authority in Wales will do, | can predict what will happen
somewhere across Wales: council tax will increase, in many
cases by nearly 5%; charges for council services, where they
have local discretion, will be increased; charges will be
brought in for services that are currently free; non-
statutory services will be closed; discretionary provision will
disappear; the two/three mile limit for school transport will
be strictly enforced; public toilets will close or the county
and county borough councils will try and pass
responsibility to the local community councils; branches of
libraries will either close or be passed to volunteers to run;
opening hours of leisure centre facilities will reduce; sports
facility pitches will be passed on to local teams to manage;
day centres will close; local authorities will look to pass
costs on to health boards. People will be paying more for a
poorer service, and they won't like it.

Opposition councillors in every local authority, aided I'm
sure by many Assembly Members here, will criticise the
cuts and support the demonstrations and opposition to
them. There will be those who see a solution to tens of
millions of pounds in cuts in the reduction of the number
of councillors or councillors’ allowances. If all the councillors
in Wales weren't paid, it would not meet a quarter of the
planned cuts in Swansea alone. Probably the worst thing
that will happen is that all authorities will become similar.
Today, Rhondda Cynon Taf County Borough Council has
amongst the best nursery provision in Britain, a
continuation of the former mid Glamorgan council’s policy.
Swansea council has an excellent record on culture and the
arts. Education and social services will take an increasing
proportion of the council budgets.

How will these changes affect health? Local government
provides a variety of services that contribute to health and
wellbeing. For example, if local authorities are unable to
provide timely social care packages to those leaving
hospitals, then beds will be blocked. If local authorities do
not intervene when homecare provision is needed, soon
enough people will end up in hospital. As budgets become
stretched, then slowing down assessment and the
production of care packages for hospital discharge could be
one of the ways of staying in budget. In order for some
people to be discharged from hospital, their homes need to
be adapted. The disabled facilities grant is managed and
funded by the local authority, and, if there is insufficient
funding available for the work to be done, then the patient
often cannot be released from hospital despite having no
medical need to stay there.

Environmental health workers check food safety in
premises where food is prepared. If there are fewer of
them, then obviously visits will take place less often and
the chances of food poisoning, such as from salmonella, will
increase.

Morgannwg. Mae gan gyngor Abertawe record ragorol o
ran diwylliant a'r celfyddydau. Bydd addysg a
gwasanaethau cymdeithasol yn cymryd cyfran gynyddol o
gyllidebau'r cyngor.

Sut y bydd y newidiadau hyn yn effeithio ar iechyd? Mae
llywodraeth leol yn darparu amrywiaeth o wasanaethau
sy'n cyfrannu at iechyd a lles. Er enghraifft, os na all
awdurdodau lleol ddarparu pecynnau gofal cymdeithasol
amserol i'r rhai sy'n gadael ysbytai, yna bydd gwelyau'n
cael eu blocio. Os na fydd awdurdodau lleol yn ymyrryd
pan fo angen darpariaeth gofal cartref, cyn hir bydd pobl
yn gorfod mynd i'r ysbyty. Wrth i gyllidebau ddod o dan
bwysau, gallai arafu asesiadau a chynhyrchu pecynnau
gofal rhyddhau o'r ysbyty fod yn un ffordd o aros o fewn
yn y gyllideb. Er mwyn i rai pobl gael eu rhyddhau o'r
ysbyty, mae angen addasu eu cartrefi. Mae'r grant
cyfleusterau i'r anabl yn cael ei reoli a'i ariannu gan yr
awdurdod lleol, ac os nad oes digon o arian ar gael i wneud
y gwaith sydd i'w wneud, yna yn aml nid oes modd
rhyddhau'r claf o'r ysbyty er nad oes angen meddygol iddo
aros yno.

Mae gweithwyr iechyd yr amgylchedd yn archwilio
diogelwch bwyd mewn safleoedd lle y mae bwyd yn cael ei
baratoi. Os oes llai ohonynt, yna yn amlwg bydd
ymweliadau'n digwydd yn llai aml ac mae'r siawns o gael
gwenwyn bwyd, megis salmonela, yn cynyddu.
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Of course, all these are statutory services but, if they are
fully protected, then the discretionary services could be hit
hard. Councils could reduce spending on road maintenance
and street lighting, but doing so increases the chances of
accidents occurring and will add to the pressure on
accident and emergency services.

In a country where a lack of exercise and unhealthy
lifestyles contribute to an obesity epidemic and to early
deaths, the last thing that we need is the closure of leisure
facilities or a huge increase in their costs that stop them
being available to large numbers of our people. Local
authorities run leisure centres and swimming pools,
providing an opportunity for people to engage in exercise
at a reasonable cost. They are far, far cheaper than the
private offers available. It will not improve health and
fitness if they are either closed or prices increase to such an
extent that they exclude a large proportion of the public.
There are, of course, efficiency savings, such as 3G and 4G
pitches, to upgrade their use.

Local authorities should be looking to use Welsh
Government's invest-to-save fund in order to try and
maximise that. They can collaborate together to save
money, especially on back-office functions such as payroll,
but that's only a small part of their total expenditure. If we
continue to substantially reduce spending in fields other
than the health service, there'll be a big trade-off and
health could be the loser. Health is not only about treating
the ill and injured, but also about ensuring that
preventative initiatives are in place, keeping people fit.
Local government is a major provider of preventative
services. Large cuts in local government expenditure and a
reduced provision of services could damage, and probably
will damage, the overall health of the nation. We must
remember, to keep Wales healthy, local government has a
very major part to play.

Deputy Presiding Officer, this has largely been a very
honest debate in which people have spoken with
knowledge, frankness and passion about the challenges
currently facing local government across the whole of
Wales.

The Plaid Cymru spokesperson, who said they were not
supporting the motion today and indeed didn't support
the overall budget, gave an analysis, which | agreed with,
that one of the big dangers is that local authorities are left
having to focus largely on statutory services—a point |
think that was echoed by a number of speakers in the
debate.

Ddirprwy Lywydd, mae hon wedi bod i raddau helaeth yn
ddadl onest iawn lle y mae pobl wedi siarad & gwybodaeth,
gonestrwydd ac angerdd am yr heriau sy'n wynebu
llywodraeth leol ar hyn o bryd ledled Cymru.

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He also drew attention, of course, to the fact that the
challenges facing local government are a direct result of the
cuts in UK Government funding to Wales, which has had
the impact that we are seeing. The Liberal Democrats
spokesperson recognised that the Welsh Government has
over many years protected local government. He
acknowledged that he himself was a councillor—he, I'm
sure, will be looking forward to the local government White
Paper in a couple of weeks' time, which will have
observations about the dual roles of people in different
places, but | welcome the insights that he brought to this
debate, and | welcome also his recognition of the
protection that's been put in place in respect of schools,
not least through the pupil deprivation grant, and his
recognition also of the damping mechanisms that we've
put in place to seek to protect councils across Wales.

My colleague, the Member for Torfaen, Lynne Neagle,
rightly recognised the challenging budget that exists for
local authorities, not least in the area of adult social care.
She again was right to say, of course, that we have
protected budgets for local authorities in Wales, unlike the
way in which it has been done in England. | can assure her
that | will work with local authorities and across
government to see what we can do to protect local
services, in particular social services. Mick Antoniw rightly
said that the situation facing councillors was difficult. It is
not the situation that brought them into politics. I'm glad
he welcomed the protection of the deprivation grant that
we made, but he was right to draw attention to the
analysis by the Institute of Fiscal Studies, which is that the
public finances would be £50 billion worse off, were the
Conservatives to win the general election, than if the
Labour Party were to win. He will know, as we are very
clear, and from previous analyses by the Institute for Fiscal
Studies and, indeed, by the Office for Budget Responsibility,
that the Conservative spending plans would take the UK
back to the 1930s in terms of the proportion of state
spending.

He rightly also drew attention to the size of
reserves held by local authorities, and indeed | have written
to all local authorities across Wales about the size of their
reserves, challenging the figures, in some cases, that they
have within their budgets, challenging their own analysis, in
some cases, of the way in which they record different kinds
of reserves, and what | think is absolutely clear across
Wales is that there is inconsistency in the recording of
reserves and | very much agree with him that an injection
from those reserves—which | know some authorities, such
as Rhondda Cynon Taf, are making to ensure some level of
protection of services—should be considered across the
whole of Wales, and | have had conversations with the
WLGA and with the Wales Audit Office on these issues. My
colleague Mike Hedges also drew attention to the impact

But | think he's right to draw attention to the
opportunities for local government as well, in respect, for
example, of things like the invest-to-save fund.

| said, Deputy Presiding Officer, that this had largely been
an honest debate. That now brings me to the contribution
of the Conservative opposition spokesperson. She started
off with a criticism of the formula that operates across
Wales to determine the spending for local authorities. Of
course, that is a formula that is agreed with the Welsh
Local Government Association through the distribution
sub-group, on which all local authorities have an input and
have an opportunity to influence the way in which that
formula is drawn up. She referred to the council tax freeze
in England, and my colleagues have pointed out that
dozens of councils in England, of course, are planning to
defy Eric Pickles's plans for the council tax freeze, including
30 Conservative-led councils, including Oxfordshire County
Council, where David Cameron’s own parliamentary seat is
located. So, we know well how resistant Conservative
councillors, as my colleague the Member for Pontypridd
pointed out, are to the proposals being imposed on them
by Eric Pickles. The reality is, as colleagues have pointed
out, that council tax is lower in Wales on average and that
council finances have been better protected in Wales than
in England by this Welsh Labour Government. We are
committed to local government in Wales. We will shortly
bring forward our proposals for local government reform in
our White Paper, and | commend today’s motion to this
Chamber.

Thank you, Deputy Presiding Officer. I'm pleased today to
present the Welsh Government's second annual report on
‘Together for Mental Health’ and to formally move the
motion before us—to open today’s debate. I'm also happy
at the outset to say that the Welsh Government will
support all of the amendments that have been tabled,
which meet and support established principle, policy and
practice. Mental health services have made real progress
throughout 2014. By further embedding the Mental Health
(Wales) Measure 2010, we are continuing to make tangible
improvements to care whilst ensuring service users’ views
are heard. On average, over 2,600 people are now seen
locally every month by primary mental health support
services. These deliver advice, information and services,
including befriending, books on prescription, physical
activity and psychological therapies. I'm pleased that the
recent Gofal service users survey recognises these
continuing improvements.

The Caerphilly cohort study, mentioned earlier today,
shows that adopting healthy lifestyles improves our sense
of mental wellbeing and reduces the risk of developing
dementia. The Let's Get Physical campaign has delivered
some 15,000 health checks right across Wales and is a
good example of how people can be positively empowered
to take responsibility for remaining fit and well. Schools of
course play an important part in delivering the health and
wellbeing message across Wales to our young people. All
secondary schools in Wales now are able to offer
counselling services. Some 80% of teachers have reported
that pupil behaviour has improved as a result. We will also
continue to tackle stigma and discrimination. That is why
we have allocated an additional £0.5 million over the next
three years to continue to support the Time to Change
Wales campaign.

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The number of people living with dementia in Wales
continues to increase, and the impact on individuals,
families and communities is significant. The Alzheimer’s
Society’s dementia friends initiative aims to increase wider
community understanding of dementia and tackle stigma,
and the Alzheimer’s Society has now recruited more than
235 dementia champions and over 4,000 dementia friends
across Wales. A groundswell of interest in dementia
support of communities has seen Brecon and Swansea
recently gain official ‘working to become dementia-friendly’
status, and | am proud that we are continuing to fund the
charity to continue this important work in Wales. We also
funded the Royal College of General Practitioners in Wales
to produce a dementia training module for GP practice
staff, including reception staff. Nearly one third of practices
in Wales now have completed this award-winning training.

We talk much about safety and dignity in care, which we
accept are essential. The health standards framework aims
to reassure service users that the right systems are in place
and the ‘Trusted to Care’ hospital spot checks, which were
recently extended into older people’'s mental health units,
demonstrate our commitment to ensure standards are met
in practice. The mental health Measure now being
embedded in provision is something that we view as a key
step to improving care. For example, we know that 90% of
service users in secondary mental health services now have
care and treatment plans and that around 100 people a
month are using their right to refer themselves back to
services when they feel the need to. It is worth noting that
Mind is running a campaign, Right to Know, primarily in
England. It is seeking the kinds of changes that the
Measure is already delivering here in Wales. We will
continue to support those delivering services to drive
further improvements, and there must be no levelling
down of our ambition.

We know that many service users want alternatives to
medication. Since November 2013, we've provided health
boards with an additional £850,000 of funding to increase
access to psychological therapies. Delivering a genuinely
unified approach to mental health is about much more
88than improving health and social service provision alone.
That's why we're supportive of the significant investment in
early years, through the expansion of Flying Start and
other holistic approaches such as Families First and
integrated family support services.

One obvious area of concern highlighted in one of the
amendments is the UK Government programme of welfare
reform. It's a significant and persistent concern of service
users. The tackling poverty action plan recognises the need
to invest in benefits, housing, debt and discrimination
advice and to provide practical support for families.

Thank you, Deputy Presiding Officer. | do move the
amendments in the name of Paul Davies on the order
paper. | am glad to see that the Assembly, in this first week
of 2015, is focusing on mental health and the progress
that has been made in Wales. There's no doubt that there
has been progress, and long may it continue, but the pace
of progress, | think, is something that we need to address.
Of course, there are issues that are facing services—
challenges that are facing services—some of which | hope
to be able to touch on.

We must remember, of course, that one in four of us at
some point in our lives will suffer from a mental ill health
issue. Because of the prevalence of mental ill health in
society, it is important that we address some of the
problems. We will be supporting all of the amendments bar
amendment 5, as the Plaid Cymru spokesperson might
expect, because, whilst there is no doubt that, for some
people, some of the welfare reforms have had a
detrimental impact on their mental health, also, the
converse is true. For many people, getting back into work,
for example, has had a very positive impact on people’s
mental health, and | don't think that your amendment
recognises that at all.

So, the cost of mental ill health, of course, to Wales, runs
into many billions of pounds. I'm very pleased to hear the
Deputy Minister report and provide a little bit of update on
the Let's Get Physical campaign—something that my party
very much supports. The Time to Change Wales campaign,
of course, which is noted in one of the amendments from
Plaid Cymru as well, has been very successful in trying to
end the stigma associated with mental ill health, and of
course, | would like to put on record, | suppose, in this
debate, just the acknowledgement of the fantastic work
that the third sector is doing to address mental ill health
issues in Wales, whether that is Mind, Gofal, Hafal or the
whole host of other organisations—local organisations, as
well—that are doing their bit.

The mental health Measure, of course, is something that
the health committee has been looking at of late in terms
of its implementation and, no doubt, our findings on that
will be reported in due course.

Reference was made to the Gofal survey and of course, the
headlines of that survey have been distributed to Assembly
Members before today’s debate. Whilst there are some
positive things in there, | think it is important to note some
of the concerns that are also in those findings. One in 10
GPs, and a growing proportion of GPs, according to service
users, do not understand or are insufficiently empathetic to
mental ill health issues. More alarmingly, a quarter of other
staff in primary care are insufficiently understanding or
empathetic of people’s concerns. | think that those, in
particular, are very challenging findings, and we'll need to
work together to try to address that, notwithstanding
some of the work that has already been commissioned by
the Government.

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The other issue, of course, as well, is that it appears that a
growing proportion of people are simply having
pharmaceutical interventions rather than some of the
psychological interventions that | know all parts of this
Chamber support the need to increase and improve access
to. Some of the Assembly Members in this Chamber, of
course, have benefitted from some of the lower-level
psychological opportunities for support that derive from
mindfulness, for example, as a tool that can prevent mental
ill health. It does not necessary have to be an intervention
for somebody, but it's something that we can expand in
terms of the use of mindfulness and access to mindfulness
in schools, colleges and other places of work.

The British Psychological Society have highlighted a
number of their concerns in the briefing note that was
distributed to AMs. They revolve around, of course, the fact
that there has been an increase in rates of suicide in Wales,
there's an increase in prevalence of self-harm amongst 10
to 17-year-old females, and a worsening of mental health
and wellbeing for those between 45 and 64. | think it is
important that we do something to address those.

The Deputy Minister has mentioned the pressure on child
and adolescent mental health services, and no doubt, some
of the members of the Children, Young People and
Education Committee will return to that during the course
of this debate, but | am particularly concerned at the lack
of capacity that we have in some of our units. The number
of in-patient beds, for example, in Abergele in my own
constituency, at the CAMHS unit there, has been reduced
of late, and, unfortunately, patients are now having to find
themselves being referred to in-patient units down in
south Wales or many miles away—

The passing of the
Measure and the setting of targets puts us ahead of the
game when it comes to trying to establish the issue of
parity between physical and mental health, but | think the
Government’s own report acknowledges that we have still
a distance to go if we are to ensure that mental health
continues to receive the attention that it needs and that
we break down issues around the stigma also.

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| think perhaps we're beginning to see some of that work
come to the forefront. The fact that we have a growing
demand for mental health services could partly be
explained that people are much more willing to come
forward and seek help for mental ill health than the way
perhaps they would have been reluctant to do so even five
or 10 years ago, when admitting to your GP or your
healthcare professional that you were suffering was
something that many people tried to avoid doing. So, in
some ways, | think we can see the beginnings of some
success in tackling stigma and in encouraging people to
come forward, but, of course, that success then brings its
own problems. Some of those problems are outlined in the
report before us, and Members will have heard those
problems highlighted in the all-party group this afternoon,
where there certainly was a feeling that, perhaps, the
report was on the rosier side of how things felt on the
ground to those people using the service, to the third
sector organisations involved in helping deliver services for
people in communities, and to people caring for relatives or
friends who are suffering from mental distress and ill
health.

|, particularly, am concerned with the issue of child and
adolescent mental health. The figures outlined in the report
for the rise in self-harm for teenage girls, | think, is
something that should concern us all, as should repeated
reports by children’s commissioners and committees of the
Assembly with regard to access to CAMH services for
young people in Wales. Now, the Government has
acknowledged those concerns, and that's why there has
been a great deal of work going on behind the scenes to
see what could be done to address those issues, because
what we have seen is significant demands being placed
upon that service and waiting times for accessing those
services being simply too long.

| think we've seen some of that because of a lack of referral
options that are available to healthcare professionals.
Often, a referral into psychiatric services for children—
CAMH services—has been the only option available to
people when, perhaps, actually, that is not the most
appropriate service that that young person, or child or that
family needs. We really need to examine new ways—and |
was glad to hear the Minister say that the work that will be
coming forward, | think he said in February of this year, will
look to include schools, colleges, youth services and
primary care. It is a very serious thing for a young person
to end up in the care of a psychiatrist—a very serious thing
—a label, perhaps, that will stay with them for the rest of
their lives, and that is very serious when that needn’t have
been the case. The children and young people who need to
be in those high-end psychiatric services of CAMHS are the
children who are seeing the development and the first
signs of long and enduring mental health conditions. Those
are the people who need to be in psychiatric services, but,
often, we have children with psychological problems,
behaviour problems and dual-diagnosis problems ending
up in that service, and, really, it is not appropriate for their
needs, and it can be detrimental to them to end up in that
service, if that's not where they need to be.

Over the past five years, we have seen improvements in
the mental health system, and I'd say that the profile of
mental health issues has increased within the NHS and also
within wider society. The mental health legislation has
made a significant contribution to that. However, we must
acknowledge the failings where they do arise: the failings of
Government, initially, to meet their own targets on access
to mental health services. The Government'’s target is that
90% of patients should receive therapeutic treatment
within 56 days, and the Government has missed that
target every month over the past two years.

There is an important role for early treatment of mental
health problems, particularly those therapeutic treatments,
rather than an over-reliance on antidepressant drugs. |
welcome the additional budget for psychological therapy as
outlined by the Deputy Minister in his opening remarks,
but it is clear from the evidence clearly presented to the
cross-party group on mental health that there is
inconsistency in terms of access to therapeutic services in
various communities across Wales. We need to mainstream
therapeutic services and to integrate them fully with GP
practices and community services. This is how we can
ensure that the state of mind of individuals does not
decline to such an extent that they need acute intervention
or crisis intervention, or a dependency on unnecessary
drugs.

Early intervention and timely and appropriate treatment is
particularly important for children and adolescents, as we
have already heard. We know, from previous debates
within this Assembly, that there has been a doubling in the
demand for child and adolescent mental health services
over the past four years, and that there is insufficient
capacity to deal with this demand, particularly for those
young people who do not need a medical model of
treatments. Of course, for some individuals, particularly if
they do not actually experience early intervention, mental
health conditions can require crisis intervention. We are
aware—and Darren Millar also referred to this—that there
has been a reduction in the number of acute mental health
beds. In my area, for example, in Bronglais, the ward was
closed entirely two years ago—that is the acute mental
health ward in Bronglais. If there is no 24-hour provision
within the community, then the outcome of that: there are
no acute beds available or no 24-hour service available in
the community. The result of that is that there are
demands are placed upon the police or accident and
emergency departments to deal with patients in mental
health crises. | have spoken to one individual in Ceredigion
who has used police and A&E services when she has faced
periods of crisis. Her experience, as it happens, was that the
service, treatment and support provided by the police was
actually better than the treatment that she experienced in
the hospital's A&E department. Perhaps that leads us to
think about the need to ensure adequate training for all of
our health workers in dealing with mental health issues.
Therefore, we need to ensure that there is access to crisis
beds 24 hours a day. Yes, they could be in an acute
hospital, but they could be available in the community
provided by the third sector. However, we must ensure
that provision is available to individuals who face those
problems when they arise.

Christine Chapman Bywgraffiad Biography

Some time ago, as you know, we had an excellent debate
here on mental health issues. It was an excellent debate
because there is still, as you know, a huge stigma around
mental health problems, even though one in four of us will
have a mental illness at some point in our lifetimes. | think
that it was an excellent debate because so many Members
here spoke so movingly about their own challenges. | think

that this is helping them to break down this terrible stigma.

Today, in the debate, | want to focus particularly on the
children and adolescent mental health services. Most
children and young people, thankfully, grow up with good
mental health, but we know that surveys suggest that
more children and young people present with mental
health problems than 30 years ago. This may be a good
thing because | think that it is the result of increased
awareness, but | think that we do ignore the needs of
these young people at our peril. For those young people
who we don't adequately support at such a difficult time in
their lives, | think that we are creating a legacy of future
problems. If we don't support our young people, then
these problems can easily spiral out of control into such
things as low educational achievement, unemployment,
drug and alcohol abuse and crime and suicide. You know,
it's a terrible legacy that we would give to our young
people.

| know that the children and young people committee
received some very concerning evidence as part of their
inquiry into CAMHS, and much of the evidence given by
children and young people themselves, along with parents
and carers, mirrors the concerns that constituents have
brought to me over the years—young people suffering
from severe anxiety, issues around autistic spectrum
disorders, Asperger's, depression and eating disorders. If
not addressed effectively, these can have a devastating
impact on the life chances of our young people.

Now, that said, | do welcome the Minister's announcement
that there will be a thorough review of CAMHS to be led
by Professor Sue Bailey. | think that's a very positive note. |
also note that the specialist CAMHS planning advice
recommends shared pathways and clear responsibilities for
health in education in the support of pupils with autistic
spectrum disorder. | think that's a very good thing,
because sometimes we do lack this sort of joined-up
thinking and, if the young person is in the middle of it, |
think sometimes their needs are not met.

I'm also pleased that work is currently being done with
health boards to ensure that children and young people
are seen by the most appropriate provider. On a very local
level, I'm pleased that there are two new social workers in
Rhondda Cynon Taf, based in the CAMHS service.

Perhaps | could conclude by confirming Plaid Cymru's
support to the Time to Change Wales campaign and the
need to work with employers and wider society to continue
to challenge the stigma attached to mental health
problems and to ensure the equal treatment that Kirsty
Williams mentioned—that equality for mental health
patients and physical health patients.

| welcome this report. | suppose, as an Assembly Member,
and as a member of the health committee, I'm
representing parents who come in with issues around their
children, families with older people with dementia, and
basically representing a whole background of issues. |
suppose | look at reports and think, ‘Well, this is an
excellent, well-written report, but how is that going to, sort
of, effect change to some of the concerns that are raised
with me on what is becoming now a more than frequent
basis?’ A recent survey showed that, in Wales, only 33.4%
of mental health patients felt that, in 2014, they were able
to access the advice, treatment and support that they
required, and | personally feel that nobody'’s level of care or
treatment should be defined by the condition they have,
where they live or how old they are.

CAMHS have been mentioned here today—adolescents
and younger people. Of late, I've become more primarily
concerned with those issues, because | am having
considerably more representations now. | know that
Darren Millar very ably put some points across earlier as
regards access to facilities. | am very disappointed, and |
actually felt some anguish myself, when we actually have
an all-singing, all-dancing facility in north Wales, to be told
by some very distraught parents, who saw their child
hospitalised to save her life, that they didn't qualify. | would
ask the Minister here today—. I've asked for an
investigation there with Betsi Cadwaladr, but, by ‘eck, if
they don't qualify, | surely don't know who does. And one
person is one person too many.

Nawr, mae hyn i gyd yn wych ac yn gadarnhaol, ond, fel
Aelodau eraill yma, rwy'n meddwl bod tipyn o ffordd i fynd
i sicrhau bod ein holl bobl ifanc yn cael y meithrin a'r gofal
sydd ei angen arnynt. Mae'r hyn y mae'r Dirprwy Weinidog
wedi'i ddweud heddiw yn galonogol, ac edrychaf ymlaen at
weld mwy yn cael ei wneud yn hyn o beth.

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Kirsty Williams very ably mentioned concerns about self-
harm in younger people, and only yesterday | had
someone present who has lived with five years of
somebody with very severe autism, who is now 18, and the
parents themselves are facing severe hardship and anguish
because there are no facilities, and they've received no
support for someone who is now 18. So, there are some
gaps. There are people falling through the net. For me, |
want to make sure that this report, or any of the other
reports—. I'll just mention that, on one of the pages, it
mentions various other strategies, and they all, technically,
are meant to cross-reference. Well, | can tell you, when
we've taken evidence in this committee and other
committees sometimes there are that many strategies and
that many reports that they actually conflict with each
other, so | want the Minister to provide me with some
assurances that the kind of issues I've raised here today will
be addressed. | have concerns about the overprescribing of
medication. Gone are the days when you could sit with
your GP and perhaps have some advocacy, some
counselling and some support. It's very difficult. I'm having
people presenting who are actually having difficulty even
getting an appointment for a GP. We have talked about GP
recruitment.

Eating disorders are a particular worry. In the society that
we live in, the pressures that face young girls and young
boys—. It is not—you know, people do have a tendency to
think, ‘This is just a girl-related condition’. These kinds of
conditions are on the increase, and so | really want to know
how the Minister is going to address those concerns.

There are some good, interesting statistics throughout, and
| welcome the review of CAMHS that is going to take place,
but it has to be a meaningful review. One thing that is
going to be evident, again, is the lack of funding going to
local authorities. It has been said that CAMHS are already
under severe pressure, so how are we going to deliver
better outcomes if the funding to local authorities is being
cut. So, | think | have raised some pretty obvious issues,
and I'd like a response from the Minister, please.

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He also highlighted the fact that the Health and Social Care
Committee has undertaken a post-legislative inquiry into
the Mental Health (Wales) Measure 2010. We will publish
our report on Thursday, so | don't want to actually take
any details from that report—I'll resist that temptation, and
I'll wait for the debate on that report then.

The Government's focus, actually, is to deliver improved
mental health services in Wales, and it's evident through its
strategy that we can see on the ground the impact that
these improvements can have on service users and carers.
It's important to note that the mental health services in
Wales have improved since the Mental Health (Wales)
Measure came into force in 2012. However, as demand for
mental health services is high, the Government must
ensure that users and carers can continue to expect the
highest standards possible in the provision they receive. It
has already been mentioned by contributors, about the
survey from Gofal, that only 33% of people managed to
access the advice, treatment and/or support services that
they needed. In fact, 26% of people felt they had no access
to any of these services. When people were asked whether
the service that they had accessed through primary care
had led to health improvements and wellbeing, only 38%
felt that it didn’t, but still, a third of people felt that it didn't
actually improve their health and wellbeing. We must
address this. We must identify the reasons as to why
people have these opinions.

This afternoon, | chaired the cross-party group on mental
health, on which a strong view was expressed on both
service user and carer engagement, and on the collection
of evidence to evaluate the effectiveness of the actions
being taken. In relation to the former point, it was felt that
service user and carer representation on the national
partnership board needed greater support to actually
ensure that the diverse views across Wales could be fed
into the board through improved pathways to achieve that
engagement. | therefore hope that the Deputy Minister will
be able to give reassurances that the individuals who
represent the service users and carers on that partnership
board will be given that support to engage with a wide
range of bodies to allow a wider spectrum of views to be
presented in order that services can be shaped to continue
the improvements we have seen to date.

On the issue of evidence collection, it was noted that more
data are being collected, but these appear to focus on
process rather than on outcomes. It is important that the
impact upon people, and the benefits gained through the
service provision, are evidenced. For example, data on the
number of people who are service users and are in
employment can give an indication of how people’s lives
are being improved when their mental health and
wellbeing is not being a barrier to work. We must collect
data that provide the evidence on outcomes being
achieved and that measure the experiences of service users
—i.e. as seen through the service-users’ lens. On outcomes
for the workforce and the care and treatment plans, we
must ensure that the data collected will demonstrate the
quality of care and treatment received by individuals,
particularly if we are to make the difference.

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My final point this afternoon will be focused on the
provision of services available at primary care, and that
these must be consistent across Wales. The Health and
Social Care Committee heard evidence that access to
primary mental health assessments is easier, and we have
heard that 31,000 people have been assessed by local
primary mental health services in the past year, with many
of these having gone on to receive psychological therapies.
On that point of psychological therapies, | acknowledge the
work undertaken by the Welsh Government on tackling
this area and providing additional funding of £850,000 for
improving skills and competencies in delivering
psychological therapies. However, | would ask the Deputy
Minister whether he could provide an indication as to how
that will be apportioned across Wales, and how it will be
measured—its effectiveness.

Many people mentioned other aspects, and there are huge
areas—CAMHS, child and adolescent mental health
services, being a clear one, so | will not discuss that this
afternoon. But it is vital that continued improvements in
the advice given by GPs, along with their greater
awareness of the impact on mental health conditions,
continue to be driven by the LHBs so that service users
and carers can maintain confidence in the provision in
primary care. Darren Millar has already mentioned the
concept of empathy, and that was often highlighted as
well.

We also need to ensure that GP practices utilise the
training opportunities that are launched by the Welsh
Government. Only 30% of practices in Wales have
completed dementia-awareness training. More practices
need to take up important training opportunities on
diagnosis and management of depression in the elderly,
understanding the mental health needs of young people
and the issues of suicide and self-harm.

| think that it goes without saying, really, that, if you suffer
from a mental health disorder of any sort whatsoever, you
are going to find it extremely difficult to walk into a GP or
talk to an advocate and ask for that help. Having done so,
it must be even more difficult to then be told that your
course of treatment is going to take place far removed
from your very, very small and secure theatre of
operations. One of the real concerns that | have is that, for
all people who suffer from mental health disorders—
particularly the young, but | do say all—in order to access
some of those services, they are being asked to make, you
know, quantum leaps for them to go and get the help that
they need.

Now, | can understand that, you know, money is finite; |
can understand that we need to boil our best practice into
key areas. But that does not help, particularly in more rural
areas, when you are saying to a child with severe eating
disorders, ‘Actually, you've got to go all the way to
Bridgend to have that help or to access it'. We need to be
able to look at how we can build little stepping stones that
will help individuals to be able to move towards that
specialist care that they need, because you cannot take
them just from one place straight to another.

Another area is that a lot of mental health services are now
provided on a family-wide basis, and that isn't always
possible. | have got constituents who are finding it very
difficult to access some of the services that they need,
particularly if it involves cognitive and psychological
therapies, if a therapist wants to see the entire family again
far removed from that individual's theatre of operations.
Not all families want to engage. We all know how
dysfunctional families can be, and how very complicated,
and very secretive, a lot of the issues surrounding mental
health are. It is a brave person who can step forward and
ask for that help, and | think that we just need to make it
easier for them. It isn't like having a broken hip, a bad knee
or whatever it might be; this affects you right down to the
very core of your being, and makes some of your judgment
calls extremely questionable. It is very difficult for the
Government, for the state, for the service to be able to
reflect every single individual person’s needs. But of all of
the treatments that we might offer through the NHS, |
think that there is nothing that could be more individual
than trying to help one person with their particular issues.

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Talking about the access element and the early
preventative care, | would like to understand how your
programmes will tie in to the proposed additional learning
needs Bill that the Government is going to bring forward,
because, again, so many of the younger people in
particular who are in primary and secondary—let alone
further and higher—education have issues trying to access
all sorts of care, whether they are on the autistic spectrum,
dyslexia, whether they have eating disorders that, in
particular, are a great barrier to being able to move
forward as a confident individual. That Bill is going to be
coming forward to try to look at it from an educational
point of view, and | would like to understand how mental
health services, particularly CAMHS services, will be able to
tie in to that. Because of that Bill, | would urge you,
Minister, to try to get this review of the CAMHS services to
be really punchy, really timely, really hard-hitting, because
we can't possibly do one side of the equation without
doing the other.

I'd like to just reverse very slightly and finally touch again
on access to services. You know, as you are well aware, |
represent a rural area, and both my colleague Paul Davies
and | are being approached now on a fairly consistent basis
by people who are very concerned that mental health
services are again being withdrawn from our particular
area, that wards are being closed, and that they are going
to find it very difficult to access some of these services that
they need. | think my final point, because there is so much
to say on this, is that, in our patch, there is a huge amount
of locum staff used in this area—people who do not have
sufficient training to look after people with dementia, to
look after people who are on wards such as St Non's and St
Caradog's, and | would like you to have a look at that.

providing independent advice for CAMHS. There won't be
terms of reference from the outset and, by the end of
2015, there will be clarity of direction of travel. So, | do
welcome the fact that this is happening, but it isn't what
we thought would happen. So, if there's going to be
informal consultation, as the letter to me outlines, then this
doesn't really satisfy me. We need to have formal
consultation throughout 2015 so that we do come to
conclusions by the end of 2015.

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Appreciating that her work will be valid and will be
thorough, | don't read in the letter that it's the review that
we were calling for from committee and from cross-party
groups, whether it be the mental heal cross-party group or
the eating disorders cross-party group, which is where this
particular letter emanated from. At the end of the day, the
whole reason why this was triggered, | believe, by the
health Minister was because we were hearing so many
pieces of evidence from people in the system—or currently
not in the system because they've been rejected from the
system—because we need to really get to grips with the
situation, understanding when somebody doesn’t need to
go into the CAMHS sector or where they need to access
something through the school counselling situation.

We need to make sure that they work, too, because there
are two case studies | wanted to quickly mention—one
where a young girl tried to commit suicide three times and
was told that there were other people on the waiting list,
so she couldn't be seen immediately. If you have tried to
commit suicide three times, that is something that should
really be prioritised; why is it not? The other case is of
another teenage girl being refused laser removal for
scarring caused by self-harming. The mother does realise
that she would have to wait three years to conform to that,
but she can't get access to a psychiatric assessment to
understand whether her level of problem will have
diminished. So, she is left in a situation now where she will
probably have to go for private psychiatric assessment, and
that is not something, again, that somebody from my
region should have to do or should have to afford to do
when we have the NHS in place for them. So, when we talk
about preventative care we need to make sure that we are
stopping as many young people as possible from going
into CAMHS, in my view, so that they don't have to get to
the serious state of having to either be transferred to the
Priory Hospital in Bristol, and so forth, and that we capture
them at an early age. Yes, adults do suffer too, but if we
can stop young people getting into those crisis situations
time and again, then they will be able to have a better
chance as an adult in terms of where they go.

So, | recognise the work that the Welsh Government has
done on this, and we are raising the stature of mental
health. Now we need to focus on outcomes, understand
where it's working well and where there can be differences
and changes made so that we can all, when we do look at
these reports in future, understand fully that they have had
real-time user and carer interventions, so that we all know
that we are doing our jobs effectively.

| also hadn't intended to contribute to this debate, but
there were a couple of issues that | wish to raise if you
would give me that moment. The first issue is to do with
data, and | too would like to raise the issues that David
Rees has discussed. The fundamental question in my mind
when | read the report is: are we measuring the right
things and are we measuring them robustly enough to
ensure that the services that we wish to see are having the
effect on the ground and the impact on people’s lives that
we want them to have? | am very glad to hear in your
opening remarks, Deputy Minister, that 90% of patients in
Wales now have care and treatment plans. It's a very useful
volume measure and, used well, it's a fantastic way of
empowering those patients to lead their own journey
through their treatment. But we also need to have a robust
way of assessing the impact of those plans and the
effectiveness of them as well. Ultimately, if local health
boards are being judged only on the numbers of the plans,
then their focus will inevitably be on improving the
numbers of plans rather than the quality of them, or what
impact they're having on service users. So, | would ask you
if you're able to look into that and see if there are more
detailed ways in which we can deliver some of that
measurement.

| also understand that there was a pilot study undertaken
in, | think, 19 different areas, looking at the development of
goal-orientated care and treatment plans. I'm wondering if
you can give us an idea of the status of that pilot study,
and when you'll be able to be in a position to report to the
Assembly on the results of that and lessons learned so
that, as | say, effectiveness can be put at the heart of how
we assess the success of this strategy.

The second area | wanted to raise was in terms of the
ultimately, you know, cross-Cabinet nature of this strategy.
Clearly, it is very important that all of the Welsh Ministers
are working together to make sure that this strategy is
delivered. Clearly, there has been, and needs to be, a lot of
liaison between health boards but also health boards and
social services departments in local authorities. But | would
also just ask for a few comments from you in terms of
liaison between local health boards and education
authorities too, because there are some difficulties in the
crossover between educational psychology and psychiatry
in terms of child and adolescent mental health. Many
young people will present with a complex combination of
the two different areas, and they need obviously to have
an effective way of being dealt with. I've had raised with
me, on many occasions by constituents, problems where
they've been referred backwards and forwards between
CAMHS services and educational psychology services from
the local education authority. In some cases, it has taken
five years to get a credible diagnosis for that child and a
support structure put in place for that child. That's five
years of pain for that child and five years of pain and
anxiety for their parents too. So, if you could perhaps give
some thought to that, Deputy Minister, I'd be incredibly
grateful.

Thank you, Deputy Presiding Officer. I'd like to thank
Members who have participated in the debate today for
what has been a largely constructive debate on both the
progress we have made and the progress that we
recognise has still yet to be made. A lot of the comments,
of course, focused on prevention and the need to ensure
that we have outcomes that we can deliver and adequately
describe. It's important to reiterate that the report provides
an account of what is a genuinely cross-government
approach. It is designed to ensure that all stakeholders and
partners, including professionals from health and social
care, and the third sector and other agencies, and, of
course, service users and carers, work together to ensure
we do have the best outcomes for our citizens. We will all,
therefore, have a role to play in moving forward. The report
does demonstrate that real progress has been achieved
year on year, and we should congratulate all those working
to achieve those improvements and recognise and
celebrate their success. As well as celebrating their success,
it is of course right to recognise the room for improvement
and the requirement for improvement.

| will try to pick up some of the points made by Members
in the debate, although given the range of people who
asked for just a few comments on various areas, | certainly
won't be able to do all of that. | did want to pick up the
point about veterans services, which | didn't mention in my
opening remarks, and not just because of the recent events
about commemorating military sacrifice, which is an
ongoing programme and an ongoing reality. We have, of
course, invested an additional £100,000, as set out in the
report, in treating the effects of post-traumatic stress on
our veterans this year, and that's actually enabled a 50%
reduction in waiting lists right across Wales. One health
board in particular managed to reduce it from seven
months to six weeks. The challenge, of course, is ensuring
that each health board has a level of achievement in
reducing those waiting lists that properly compares with
the need that it has, and it is one of the constant questions
that the Minister and | ask health boards: how do they
learn from the most effective practice and apply that
locally? | will take the intervention.

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| also wanted to touch on the issue about the impact of ill
health and the world of work, which is referred to in one of
the amendments, because the Welsh Government’s
Healthy Working Wales programme will continue to
provide a range of support to employers, employees and
health professionals. Looking at the report, the scale of
that is that over 1,800 organisations in Wales, which
employ over 380,000 people, have engaged in the Healthy
Working Wales programme. That represents 27% of the
working-age population of Wales. It is something that | am
particularly interested in, given the job that | used to have,
when people used to respect me before | got elected, in
that | dealt with and represented a large number of people
with mental health problems. Probably the majority or the
largest individual cohort of people with disability
discrimination claims that | helped and advised were people
with mental health conditions, and the struggle that they
faced in actually having practical support from their
employers. So, it is a very real issue that | have a very direct
experience of. | note the comments that Angela Burns
made about people accessing support services, and it
varies. It varies in terms of the individual condition, and
how they feel and the support they have, not just in the
workplace but in their family units too. So, | take a special
interest in the progress that Healthy Working Wales
continues to make in coming years.

| have described some of where we've come from and the
improvements made so far. | also want to deal with some
of the other points made. It is probably appropriate at this
point to make a few more comments about the CAMHS
service—because nearly every Member who spoke
mentioned CAMHS in their contribution—and the
particular points made about the access to the appropriate
service. We do recognise that the demand has increased.
There is also the concern that Kirsty Williams, in particular,
mentioned, about whether demand is being appropriately
managed and whether people are unnecessarily being
referred to the specialist end of the service. This is a
common theme in health: how we deal with demand and
ensure that the people who really need that specialist end
service are seen, and the people who don't need that are
moved to the most appropriate area for them as well. It's
fair to point out that the Minister has already met, before
Christmas, in a meeting organised by the children’s
commissioner, a range of young people and some of their
parents, to understand their direct experiences—good, bad
and indifferent—of the service. This isnt an issue that's
being soft-soaped or moved, and it does very much
occupy ministerial attention. Of course, the Minister has
accepted the report from the committee. So, throughout
2014, we worked with CAMHS to deliver improvements.
That included an additional investment of £0.25 million in
eating disorder services. That has already meant that more
young people are now being cared for closer to home in
Wales, and we have achieved a significant reduction in the
number of beds used outside Wales by the specialist
CAMHS service.

| want to make some progress on this, Darren. We expect
to see further improvements made as a result of our plans
to reshape CAMHS and make it fit for the future. That work
will be launched on 26 February, supported by Professor
Dame Sue Bailey. We want to have a clear plan to deliver
the generational shift that we recognise we need to see in
the way that CAMHS works. Janet Finch-Saunders in
particular raised a specific issue that | would be grateful if
she would write to me on. | hesitate to say this, but in the
midst of a very constructive debate, | do feel real irritation
about demands to, say, put more money into local
government at the same time as demanding more money
into health. We have a fixed budget, which is reducing in
real terms, and we can't do both. If we want to maintain a
constructive and honest debate about how we fund the big
blocks of Welsh public service, we can't demand that both
areas see funding rises that all of us know are simply not
possible to deliver. But, thinking about funding, on the
mental health funding ring fence for all mental health
services, including CAMHS, the review is under way and will
report shortly.

For older people, we'll continue to work to make Wales a
dementia-friendly nation. A number of people did mention
this. | know it's an issue of significant concern in all of our
constituencies. We'll use the recent programme of elderly
mental health unit spot checks to identify best practice,
which we expect all services to learn from and apply. It's
probably worth mentioning the Talk to Me 2 suicide and
self-harm prevention strategy that the Minister launched
only a week ago, in a visit to Cardiff Samaritans service. It is
currently out for consultation, and | hope that Members
will encourage people they know in their constituencies
and advocacy groups to get involved and take part in the
consultation, to try to inform how we tackle these
important issues that, again, | know a number of Members
mentioned.

| want to deal with one of the points that Elin Jones raised
in particular about some local service issues, because,
again, I'd like to remind people that the Minister visited
Bronglais before Christmas and met mental health services
in Aberystwyth. It's fair to say that the local health board
are looking to deal with the issue of crisis beds, but the
solution they're looking for is those beds within the
community. To ensure the need—{Interruption.] Yes, to
ensure the need is met, rather than in the hospital. It's part
of what we look to do about how we have the most
appropriate means of meeting what we recognise is a real
demand and a real need.
