International agreements considered on 10 February 2020 

At its meeting on 10 February 2020, the External Affairs Committee considered the 

following international agreements: 

• the agreement establishing an Association between the United Kingdom of Great 

Britain and Northern Ireland and the Kingdom of Morocco; 

• the agreement establishing an Association between the United Kingdom of Great 

Britain and Northern Ireland and the Kingdom of Jordan; 

• the agreement establishing an Association between the United Kingdom of Great 

Britain and Northern Ireland and the Republic of Kosovo; and 

• the Partnership and Cooperation Agreement between the United Kingdom of Great 

Britain and Northern Ireland and the Republic of Uzbekistan. 

After considering these agreements, the Committee agreed to seek further information 

from you on the level of involvement the Welsh Government had during the negotiation of 

the Morocco, Jordan and Kosovo agreements.  

 

The Committee also agreed to seek your view on the involvement the Welsh Government 

expects to have in the negotiation of any future association agreements that are intended 

to be transitioned as part of the Trade Agreement Continuity Programme.
