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Background
These Regulations are proposed to be made by the UK Government pursuant to Section
8C(1) of the European Union (Withdrawal) Act 2018.

Summary

The purpose of these Regulations is to ensure that the UK has a functioning statute book
at the end of the Implementation period. It uses the power under Section 8C of the
European Union (Withdrawal) Act 2018 to implement the Protocol on Ireland / Northern
Ireland to the Withdrawal Agreement. It amends the Seeds (National Lists of Varieties)
Regulations 2001 so that they apply to Great Britain only and creates a Great Britain
variety list. It also amends the Marketing of Seeds and Plant Propagating Material
(Amendment etc.) (EU Exit) Regulations 2019 to align its operability amendments with the
Protocol and makes consequential amendments to the Seeds (National Lists of Varieties)
(Fees) Regulations 1994.

Statement by Welsh Government
Legal Advisers agree with the statement laid by the Welsh Government dated 20
November 2020 regarding the effect of these Regulations.
