1.  Anupdate on discussions with the Welsh Government in respect of the matters raised in the
LCM, including any amendments you intend to bring forward to the Bill or other steps you are taking
to address the issues raised by the Welsh Government.

2. The LCM notes that the Welsh Government has concerns about a number of clauses in the Bill,
and states that the Bill could have negative impacts on NHS bodies in Wales.
