At the meeting on 10 March, the WLGA agreed to provide an update to the
Committee on any discussions that has taken place with the Local Government
Association in England regarding the Online Safety and Harms Bill.

Response received on 5 April:

WLGA circulated their views back in November 2021 to the LGA which led on this
area. We had a particular interest as it covered abuse of candidates/elected
politicians as well as online harms re. children and vulnerable people too. The LGA
has produced some resources: Must Know: Online harms | Local Government
Association.
