Thank you for your letter of 19 May. 
 
The meeting on 27 April, to which I referred in my oral statement of 3 May, was a meeting of 
the UK Government’s Global Britain (Operations) Cabinet Committee. This committee is 
one of the internal structures of the UK Government. Devolved Ministers do not have 
membership of the committee, though they are invited to attend on occasion, depending on 
the agenda items.  
 
Post the GB(O) meeting, I issued both a Written Statement and an Oral Statement to the 
Senedd that provided a summary of the meeting but, unfortunately there was no further 
detail to add.  
 
The Welsh Government will continue to share updates with the Senedd and its Committees 
in line with the Inter-Institutional Relations Agreement. We will also continue to provide 
wider updates on key developments in a timely way to reflect our commitment to 
transparency and accountability more broadly, which was the spirit underpinning my written 
statement issued on 28 April.
