On Friday 24 February attendees at Voices From Care’s
‘Proud To Be Me’ event - care experienced young
people, foster parents and staff - submitted
anonymously ideas for radical reform of the care
system to inform our inquiry.

Senedd officials set up a stall at the ‘Proud To Be Me' event to talk to attendees
about the Children, Young People and Education Committee’s inquiry into radical
reform of services for care experienced children. We asked attendees to write
down ideas for radical reform of the care system on postcards and to post them
into a ballot box.
