Children and young people vaping in schools 

Dear Cllr Roberts  

We are aware of worrying instances of children and young people vaping in schools. One of our 

Members recently cited an example of children as young as 8 vaping in school. We are 

understandably concerned about this. I have raised these issues informally with the Minister for 

Education and the Deputy Minister for Mental Health and Wellbeing, and understand they are also 

aware about these issues.  

As well as being interested in what can be done in schools to tackle the issue, we are also interested 

in what is being done to prevent the sale of vapes to under 18s. We would welcome further 

information on how trading standards across Wales are tackling the illegal sale of vapes to under 18s. 

We would also be interested in any data or information you may have on the extent of this issue.  

Can you also outline what work Trading Standards across Wales are doing to deal with the sale of 

illegal and unregulated vapes. We are particularly worried that these can often be in flavours that are 

more attractive to children and young people than those that are legally available.
