Dear Llyr, 

Holyhead Port Storm Damage and Closure 

The Senedd’s Economy, Trade and Rural Affairs Committee has decided to undertake a short inquiry 
into the recent storm damage and related closure of Holyhead Port. The Committee has agreed the 
inquiry should focus on: 

 Causes: the factors contributing to the severity of the damage;

 Communication: the approach to communication during and after the storm, including
communication with port users, communities and businesses affected by the closure as
well as between Governments;

 Remediation: the speed of response in assessing and repairing the damage, including the
support provided by Government; and

 Impact: the impact of the closure, as well as the extent and effectiveness of the steps being
taken to mitigate the impact.

We intend to hold a one-day evidence session on 6 March and are hoping to hold four panels 
covering:  

 Ports;

 Trade and Logistics;
