We are expanding the North Wales
Medical School, introducing more medical and
dental training places, improving services for
women’s health and investing in digital technology
for the NHS.

Our local authorities are under pressure due to
high inflation, soaring energy bills and increased
demand for services. We are giving them extra
money to help them keep council tax bills and
business rates bills as low as possible.

Welsh businesses will pay less than expected on
business rates in 2025-26, with a 1% cap instead of
1.7%. Retail, leisure and hospitality businesses get
40% off, up to £110,000 per business.

We are providing more funding for local authorities
to help protect frontline public services, including
schools. We are building 20,000 social homes

for rent by March 2026 and putting money into

the Help to Buy scheme to help people own their
homes.
