Dr Layzell agreed to clarify whether
an independent evaluation of the
“Healthy Schools” programme has
been undertaken.

Following the meeting, Dr Layzell received the independent evaluation of the
WNHSS from a colleague. It has been more recently evaluated by Public
Health Wales as part of the Health Improvement Review, in less detail, and
might not be considered as independent; the outcome of that review was
that the programme should continue to be funded, and be strengthened by
improving the evaluation to include outcomes, incorporating the Health
Behaviours in School aged Children survey questions, currently used to
internationally compare children’s heath behaviours.
