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Members of the Senedd will wish to be aware we are giving consent to the Secretary of State
exercising a subordinate legislation-making power in a devolved area in relation to Wales.

Agreement was sought by Victoria Prentis, Minister for Farming, Fisheries and Food, to make
a Statutory Instrument (SI) titted The Common Agricultural Policy (Cross Compliance
Exemptions and Transitional Regulation) (Amendment) (EU Exit) Regulations 2022 to apply
in relation to Great Britain.

The above titled SI will be made by the Secretary of State in exercise of powers conferred by
The European Union (Withdrawal) Act 2018.

The Sl amends Regulation (EU) 1308/2013 of the European Parliament and of the Council of
17 December 2013 establishing a common organisation of the markets in agricultural
products and repealing Council Regulations (EEC) No 9/72, (EEC) No 234/79, (EC) No
1037/2001 and (EC) No 1234/2007, to ensure the effective operation of provisions concerning
apiculture programmes and olive oil marketing rules.

The regulations were laid before Parliament on 11 May to come into force on 12 May.
