Bill in relation to public health 

 

In the First Minister’s statement on the Government’s Legislative Programme on 

28 June 2016, he indicated his intention to reintroduce a public health Bill.   

 

Subject to the introduction of the Bill as planned, and the subsequent referral of 

the Bill to the Health, Social Care and Sport Committee for consideration, we will 

issue an open call for evidence on the general principles of the Bill. I am taking 

this opportunity to give you advance notice of our intentions because it is likely 

that we will issue a call for evidence for the general principles of this Bill before 

the Christmas recess. 

 

Details of the Bill will be published on the Committee’s website once it is 

introduced.
