“It’s important to emphasise that school nurses are not just responsible for
first aid; they're planning and coordinating care for learners with chronic
health needs so they can participate in school. They are also facilitators and

advocates for lots of children.”

As such, we were surprised to see that the Revised Framework did not mention long-term
or chronic conditions, or the existing healthcare needs guidance, and would be grateful if
you could clarify why these areas have been omitted.
