Thank you for your letter of 19 June regarding Petition P-05-701 Road Safety Improvements
Along the A487 Trunk Road between Cardigan and Aberystwyth, to Include Passing Places.

All of the sites listed in my letter of 2 March will be considered as part of the Speed Limit
Review. This is a three year study looking at all aspects of road safety across Wales. The
outcomes of the approximately 200 sites reviewed this year will be programmed for work
over the next few years with priority work commencing in 2018/19.

The Pinch Points programme has almost completed the first phase of the feasibility process.
The A487 has been included in the Mid-Wales programme for safe overtaking opportunities,
where we will consider the most appropriate sites for improvement.

Further specific details will become available when we have completed the review in early
2018. We will also be able to inform Ceredigion County Council which sites are being taken
forward in the Pinch Points programme.
