Forward work programme: areas of shared interest

forward work programme. Members agreed a number of priorities, two of which 

overlap with the Economy, Infrastructure and Skills (EIS) Committee’s portfolio: 

 Post-legislative scrutiny: Higher Education (Wales) Act 2015

and Training (PCET)
