UK regulations relating to exiting the European Union 

Thank you for your letter dated 11 November 2019 in which you respond to matters we 
put to you following our committee meeting on 16 September. 

We considered your letter at our meeting this week. We noted that, as regards the 
information we have requested in relation to The Agriculture (Miscellaneous 
Amendments) (EU Exit) Regulations 2019 and The Health and Safety (Amendment) (EU 
Exit) Regulations 2018 and the possible impact on legislative and executive competence, 
you said that the information will be provided to the Clerk of the Committee by Welsh 
Government officials as soon as possible. Respectfully, in line with normal practice, this 
information should be provided in correspondence to the Committee in a format which 
is suitable for formal consideration and publication. 

I note your comments regarding progress being made on the making of the section 109 
Order. Given the constitutional importance of this Order, it would be helpful if you could 
commit to providing an update early in the New Year and by 30 January 2020 at the 
latest.
